2. A piece can only move or capture if the
corresponding destination square on the other
board is vacant.

3. After moving, the piece is transferred to the
corresponding square on the other board.

Amazon: queen + knight.

AMU: a unit delivering mate must be under attack
from one and only one enemy unit before moving.

Anchor-ring: a board combining the properties of
the horizontal and vertical cylinders.

Annan: if a unit (including king) is one square
directly in front of another unit of its own side (i.e.
one rank higher for White, lower for Black) it does
not move with its usual power but instead with the
power of the unit behind it.

Anti-Andernach: on making a non-capturing
move, aunit (not a K) changes colour. A neutral unit
making a non-capturing move takes the colour of
the side not making the move. Castling is allowed
when a wR appears through a non-capturing move
of Black on al/hl, or analogously a bR on a8/h8.

Anti-Circe: on making a capture, any unit
(including king) is reborn on its game-array
square (see circe). The captured unit disappears,
as in normal chess. Since rebirth is obligatory,
a capture is legal only if the relevant rebirth-square

is unoccupied. A capture may be made either from
or on a rebirth-square; promotion with capture is
legal provided the rebirth-square of the promoted
unit is unoccupied. Anti-circe Cheylan: a piece
may not capture on the rebirth-square of the
captured unit (unlike in anti-circe Calvet).

Anti-Super-Circe: following a capture, the
capturing unit (including king) must be reborn
on any vacant square. Unless otherwise indicated,
capture on a rebirth-square is not allowed. A pawn
reborn on the 8th rank must promote, the choice
of promotion piece being determined by the side
making the capture. A pawn reborn on its own first
rank remains immobile.

Bishop-Kangaroo: moves along bishop lines over
two units of either colour to the square immediately
beyond the further unit. A capture may be made on
the arrival square, but the hurdles are not affected.

Bishop-Lion: moves like a lion but only on
bishop-lines.

Bishop-Locust: a locust capturing on bishop-
lines only.

Bishopper: moves like a grasshopper but only on
bishop-lines.

Camel: 1:3 leaper.

Camelrider: a rider along a straight line on squares
lying a camel’s move away from each other, e.g.
al-b4-c7.

Capturing units are reborn according to the
square of the capture: in anti-circe the rebirth
square is determined by the square where the
captured piece stood, not by the arrival square
of the capturing piece (relevant e.g. for locust
captures).
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THEME DEFINITIONS

4 corners: moves are made to or from the 4 corners.

7th WCCT theme (section A): single-phase
twomover with a combination of at least 3 thematic
groupings each containing two or more variations,
1.e. at least 6 variations altogether, with different
mates in each case.

7th WCCT theme (section D): in a position X of
a win or draw study White is prevented by one or
more of his own units from carrying out his plan. In
the course of the solution White sacrifices this unit
or these units passively or actively. Subsequently
position X must recur precisely without the
sacrificed unit(s), allowing White to proceed with
his original plan.

8th WCCT theme (section A): two tries introduce
different threats. These threats reappear as mates
in the solution, after black correction play.

8th WCCT theme (section B): on the 2nd move
a white piece makes a non-checking move pinning
a black piece which has just made a move to the
square on which it is then pinned. The pinning must
be direct, i.e. created by the move of the pinning
piece itself. At least 2 variations are required.

8th WCCT theme (section D): in a position in
the main line of a win or draw study where an
unprotected white or black piece A is directly
attacked, White or Black instantaneously (right on
the following move) places another piece B (of the
same colour as A) en-prise (again unprotected and
directly attacked). This thematic move resulting
in the two white or the two black pieces A & B
hanging, must be a quiet one, i.e. not a check, nor
a capture. A and B may be any pieces except
pawns.

8th WCCT theme (section E): in a helpmate in
3 moves the white mating piece arrives (on the
mating move) on a square that has been vacated
by a black piece during the play. The black king
and pawns may not function as thematic vacating-
pieces. A mate by a direct battery is not allowed.

Albino: 4 different moves by a wP from its
starting-square.

Allumwandlung (AUW): promotion (of one or
more pawns) to the four different pieces (Q, R, B, S).

Ambush: a piece plays to a square behind another
unit so as to exploit the line-opening resulting
from that unit’s move.

Annihilation: capture of a piece followed by
a move of the capturing piece from this square,
resulting in a positive effect arising from the
disappearance of the captured piece (usually line-
opening or vacation of the square).

Anti-Banny: anti-reversal form of Banny pattern
with double Vladimirov effect of the key-move:
1.LA? 1...a2.C#, 1...b!; 1.B? 1..b 2.C#, 1...a!; 1.C!
1..a2.D# (2.A?), 1...b 2.E# (2.B?).

Anti-battery: a piece requiring a hurdle gives
check through a move of a piece of the same colour
(the hurdle) on to its line.

Anti-Bristol: a piece moves along a line across
a critical square towards another piece on the same
line whose access to that square is prevented.

Anti-Levman: Black moves off a masked white
guard-line, so allowing White to mate by open-
ing this line and simultaneously cutting a second
guard-line.

Anti-Pronkin: a promoted piece is captured. The
corresponding piece of the same colour from the
game-array moves onto the promotion-square.

Anti-reversal (= anti-Salazar I):
1.LAl..a2.B#;1.B 1..a2.A?

Anti-threat-reversal: 1.A [2.B#]; 1.B [2.A?].

Anticipatory self-pin: (in a helpmate) a black
piece closes a line of a white piece to free a square
for the black king. The bK moves to this square and
the pin of the black piece is exploited in the mate.
